2. Scams are being run on the elderly where people try to gain access to homes by posing as cable repairmen, Water Dept personnel, etc.  Watch out for your elderly neighbors and never let anyone into your home if you have not made a specific appointment for the service being offered.

3. Burglary in a condo building in the 4400 block of N. Clark Street.  Burglars gained access through a propped open door; condo owners were not using dead bolt locks, only door handle locks; locks were picked and numerous flat screen TV’s and computer equipment was stolen from 2 units.

4. A new web site will serve as an information bridge between neighborhood residents and the Chicago Police Department:  “CLEARpath” will be available in July at www.chicagopolice.org.  It will be hosted in both English and Spanish, with other languages being phased in later.  CLEARpath will serve as a fast, anonymous way to inform police about resident concerns and track progress of the concerns on-line.  One important feature will be “mapping” of crime statistics by neighborhood.  Other features include crime prevention and safety tips, videos with success stories, and on-line services will include a place for officer compliments and the purchase of accident reports.
